The children will 

be working incredibly hard and will face new challenges to build on their ex-

isting knowledge and skills. They will unearth talents they never thought they 

had which will round them into increasingly confident, happy and inquisitive 

young people who are ready to shape their own futures and achieve whatever 

they wish to achieve.   

Curriculum Focus  

In RE, we will focus on three topics this term: Loving, Vocations and Ad-

vent. During these topics the children will have opportunities to explore  

the scriptures in depth, which will encourage a deeper understanding of 

our Catholic faith and other religions. Regular class liturgies, which are 

child led, will encourage children to be independent and focus on what it 

means to be ourselves as created in Godõs image. We will explore the im-

portance of vocations within our faith and how we become part of Godõs 

family. During Advent, we will be reflecting on the joyful hope for the 

coming of Jesus and rejoicing with an Advent celebration. 

In English , we will be learning and developing a wide range of skills cov-

ering a variety of writing styles. Our creative writing will be based on our 

book for the term, ôTrashõ (see overleaf). We will also be using our topic to 

aid us in writing information texts, explanations, poetry, diaries and let-

ters. In addition to this, we will follow the Spelling, Punctuation and 

Grammar programme for Year 6. 

In Mathematics, we will be developing written calculation strategies for 

subtraction, addition and multiplication, including understanding place 

value of larger digit numbers. We will also look at applying our 

knowledge of such strategies through engaging problem-solving tasks.

Outdoor Learning and Educational Visits  

The plan is that Level 1 and 2 Bikeability will take place in the Autumn term, subject to 

dates being confirmed. If not, it will happen before the end of year. We are also really look-

ing forward to our Briars, via Conkers, trip, on the 19th-21st of November, where we will 

reflect on the values of our faith and explore the Derbyshire countryside,  as  well as having 

lots of fun!

We are really excited that our work through the Autumn Term will be linked to the book, 

ôTrashõ by Andy Mulligan. Based on a dumpsite in Brazil, it follows the lives of 3 young 

boys who find something that will change their lives and a nation. It is a gripping story  

that we will guide and support the children through and will allow us to explore poverty, 

wealth, corruption, morals, justice, choices, love and friendship. Through Geography and 

History , children will be locating countries in South America and looking at longitude, 

latitude and the tropics as well as exploring life in the favellas. We have set a Design and 

Technology project, which is very open ended, requiring the children to make something 

out of ôTrashõ which will be showcased during our class assembly.  

In Science, children will experience a series of practical sessions on light and how we see 

things. Computing will ensure all children are competent in Microsoft Office, using images 

and the internet which will culminate in an excellent (no pressure Mrs Dayé) magazine to 

be sold at the Frost Fair in December. Afterwards we will move on to coding. Art will con-

tinue with a South America theme using a variety of mediums such as paint, chalk, clay, 

papier-mâché and pastels. Mr Otton will continue to deliver our excellent PE provision, 

from Premier Sports. Also, during the first half term, Miss Danby will add a latin flair to 

our dance sessionsñagain to be showcased in our class assembly.  Madame Wilks will, as 

always, continue with the wonderful MFL provision covering both French and German.
